Lesson 1: Expedition Leader

Lesson 2: Frontier Map

Lesson 3: Wagon Train 

“Keep your eyes on the trail and watch for those white wagon covers. The best way to travel is to join 

a wagon train.

Do This: During the song, encourage kids to find a place to sit, and let them know it’s time to 
get started.  

 
Welcome everyone, let’s get started! I’m so glad you’re all here! Come on up and find a 
place to sit.   
 
 
 
 
My name is ________, and I’m so excited to be here with all of you!  
 
Elevate is an awesome place where we get to have fun and learn about God. It’s also a 
place where we show respect. We respect the leaders in here by listening and following 
their instructions. We respect others by being kind and keeping our hands to ourselves. 
And we respect the room by being safe, and not damaging anything. Showing respect 
like that helps us all have an awesome time.

We’re starting a brand-new series today called “A New Frontier.” Our lives can feel like 
an adventure. We face tough challenges, have to work with other people, and usually 
have to work to get where we want to be. In this series, we’ll be finding out how God 
can lead us every day of our lives.  
 
Today we’re talking all about knowing who the leader of our adventure is. Knowing 
our leader, Jesus, is one of the most important parts of our journey.  

Series Title Slide: A New Frontier and clear audio 
 

(Roll when directed) Elevate Opener  

 (Auto advance) Elevate Slide and Underscore 
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We’re going to get started by playing a game called “Wrangler, Lasso, Bear.”  

 
 
This is a game kind of like Rock, Paper, Scissors, except you’ll have to choose whether 
to be a wrangler, lasso, or bear. If you haven’t heard the word before, a wrangler is like 
a cowboy or cowgirl. The wrangler beats the lasso, the lasso beats the bear, and the 
bear beats the wrangler.  

Do This: Demonstrate the actions for each option for the kids. To be the “wrangler,” kids will 
stand with their hands on their hips. To be the “lasso,” they’ll act like they’re twirling a lasso 
above their heads. To be the “bear,” they’ll hold their hands out like claws, and act like they’re 
snarling. Have them try the actions with you.  

 
Now, say this with me. The wrangler beats the lasso, the lasso beats the bear, and the 
bear beats the wrangler. Ready? Let’s give it a try! First, find someone to play against, 
and stand about six feet apart. Then, turn your backs to each other, pick what you’re 
going to be, and get ready to turn around when I say go. You have to turn around right 
when I say go, you can’t wait for the other person to turn around first. If you tie, you 
can both try again. If you lose, you’re out. You can find a spot to sit and cheer your 
friends on! Let’s give it a try!  
 
 
 

Do This: Once every kid has found a partner to play with, countdown “3… 2… 1… go!” so they 
know when to go. After each round, have the ones that lost sit down, and have everyone find 
a new partner. If this game is taking too long, you could have everyone who tied sit down as 
well. You may go until there is only one person left, or you may end the game whenever feels 
appropriate to you.  

 
 
That was great! You’d all make great wranglers, and great bears I guess, too. Next up, 
we’re going to answer our question of the day!
