Lesson 1: Expedition Leader

We’re in a series today called “A New Frontier.” Our lives can feel like an adventure. 
We face tough challenges, have to work with other people, and usually have to work to 
get where we want to be. In this series, we’ll be finding out how God can lead us every 
day of our lives.  
 
 

Series Title Slide: A New Frontier and clear audio

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We’re just about at the end of our journey through this series, and it has been a lot of 

fun! Today, we get to talk about a super important part of our lives, celebrating! Part 

of a great journey is celebrating the good things that happen. When we follow God, He 

gives us lots of great reasons to celebrate!  

 

We’ll learn more about that in a bit, but let’s get started with a party game. This game 

is called “Ping Pong Splat.”  

 
 
First, I’m going to need three people to play.  

Know This: You may adjust the number of people based on the size of your stage. We want to 
ensure they can remain 6 feet apart. Be sure to tape markers on the floor ahead of time to help 
them know where to stand. You could also tape a mark exactly where the sandwiches should 
go, to be sure they are evenly spaced.  
Do This: Choose three kids and bring them up on stage, having them stand six feet apart, 
toward the back of the stage, facing the audience. Place an open-faced jelly sandwich about 6 
feet in front of each one. Make sure each has five ping-pong balls within arm’s reach.  

 

Here’s what you’re going to do. Each of you will have five ping-pong balls. Your goal is 
to bounce the balls onto that jelly sandwich you have in front of you. You have to throw 
from the mark you’re standing on, but you can run and get a ping-pong ball if you miss 
the sandwich. The person with the most ping-pong balls on their sandwich after one 
minute is the winner! If the ball lands on the plate and stays, that counts as on your 
sandwich. If you get all five of your ping-pong balls on the sandwich before one minute 
is up, you win!  
 
Ready? Set? Go!  
 
 
 

Do This: Cheer for the competitors and encourage kids in the audience to cheer as well!
