This	week,	we’ll	discover	that	all	of	
us	can	find	a	way	to	serve	others.		
	
Lesson	6:	Don’t	Give	Up		
When	things	get	tough	on	the	trail,	it	can	be	tempting	to	give	up.	This	week,	we’ll	hear	the	story	of	
Joshua	and	how	he	showed	perseverance	when	it	could	have	been	easy	to	stop.		
	
Lesson	7:	Trust	Your	Leader	
On	any	adventure,	it’s	important	to	have	a	leader	you	can	trust.	This	week,	Gideon	will	discover	
that	he	can	trust	God	to	lead	him.			
	
Lesson	8:	Work	as	a	Team	
As	we	adventure	through	life,	it’s	important	to	have	some	good	friends	who	will	stay	by	our	side.	
This	week,	we’ll	see	how	Ruth	was	a	good	friend	and	learn	how	we	can	be	a	good	friend	to	others.	
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Lesson	9:	Be	Brave	
On	our	adventure,	we	might	need	to	do	something	courageous	that	we’ve	never	done	before.	This	
week,	we’ll	learn	how	we	can	be	brave,	just	like	David	was	brave	as	he	fought	against	Goliath.

The	Bible	is	the	greatest	book	ever.	It’s	full	of	words	from	God.	There	are	also	true	
stories	in	the	Bible	about	people	who	had	some	adventures	while	they	followed	God!	
Today,	we	get	to	read	about	a	man	named	Gideon	and	how	he	trusted	God	when	he	
went	into	battle.	

Do	This:	Get	the	Bible	storybook	out	and	sit	down	in	the	chair.	
	

This	story	you	are	going	to	hear	comes	from	the	Bible,	but	we	use	this	storybook	
because	the	pictures	help	us	imagine	what	it	might	have	looked	like	back	when	the	
Bible	was	written.	The	pictures	you	see	in	here	are	the	same	as	the	ones	on	the	
screen.		Let’s	get	started!		

Do	This:	Have	kids	help	you	“turn”	the	pages	on	the	screen	with	an	exaggerated	arm	wave.			
	

	
God’s	 people	 were	 living	 in	 a	 land	 far	 from	 home	 called	Midian.	 The	Midianites	
treated	God’s	people	very	badly	and	each	year	they	would	steal	all	of	the	food	they	
planted.	 One	 day,	 a	man	 named	Gideon	was	 busy	 trying	 to	 hide	 some	 food	 so	 it	
wouldn’t	 get	 stolen.	All	 of	 a	 sudden,	 an	 angel	 appeared	 to	him	and	 said,	 “Mighty	
warrior,	God	is	with	you.	You	are	strong	and	I	am	sending	you	to	save	God’s	people.”

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Gideon	didn’t	 feel	very	strong	or	mighty.	He	had	 just	been	hiding!	He	said	 to	 the	
angel,	“But	I	am	so	weak!	And	I’m	not	very	important.	Why	are	you	sending	me?”	The	
angel	responded,	“God	will	be	with	you,	Gideon,	and	he	will	help	you	win	this	battle.	
You	don’t	have	to	be	afraid.”	So,	Gideon	started	to	gather	an	army	of	men	who	would	
help	him	fight	the	battle	against	their	enemies.		
	

	
	
Gideon	gathered	a	huge	army	of	soldiers,	but	then	God	said	something	that	confused	
Gideon.	“You	have	too	many	people	in	your	army.	I	don’t	want	you	to	think	you	won	
the	 battle	 because	 of	 your	 own	 strength.	 Tell	 anyone	who	 is	 afraid	 to	 go	 home.”	
Gideon	obeyed	God	and	sent	some	of	the	people	home.	But	then	God	said,	“There	are	
still	too	many	people.	Keep	only	300	men,	and	I	will	help	you	win	the	battle.”	
	

	 	
Gideon	was	afraid.	His	army	was	so	small,	and	it	seemed	impossible	that	they	could	
defeat	their	enemies!	Gideon	had	to	decide	if	he	was	going	to	turn	around	and	go	
home	or	put	his	trust	in	God.	Gideon	chose	to	trust	God.	On	the	day	of	the	battle,	God	
told	Gideon	exactly	what	he	should	do	to	win.	Gideon	followed	God’s	plan	and	the	
enemy	army	ran	away	in	fear.	Gideon	had	won	the	battle,	just	like	God	had	promised!	
	

	
	
Great	listening,	Kid-Os!	Gideon	trusted	God	and	believed	that	God	would	help	him	
win	the	battle.

You	 can	 start	 in	 your	
quiet/whisper	voice	and	then	get	a	little	louder	each	time	you	practice.		
Know	This:	The	verse	with	actions	goes	like	this:	(Open	your	Bibles)	Joshua	1:9.	(Flex	arm	
muscles)	Be	strong	and	brave.	(Move	hands	back	and	forth	in	front	of	you	with	palms	down)	
Do	not	be	terrified.	(Move	hands	back	and	forth	in	front	of	you	with	palms	down)	Do	not	
lose	hope.	(Point	up)	I	am	the	Lord	your	God.	(Point	out)	I	will	be	with	you.	(march	in	place)	
everywhere	you	go.”
