Lesson 1: Get Ready for an Adventure!
When you go out on an adventure, it's important to be prepared. This week, we’ll see how God
prepared Noah so he would be ready for the flood.

Lesson 2: Choose Your Leader

On any adventure, it is important to choose a leader who knows where to go and the best way to
get there. God is the best leader we could ever have to guide us through life. This week, we’ll take
a look at Abraham’s story and how he chose to follow God into a new land.

Lesson 3: Never Go Alone
Adventures can be full of ups and downs. It's important to have someone who will stick with us
through it all. This week, we'll learn that God is always with us no matter what we go through.

Lesson 4: Overcome Obstacles
At times during an adventure, we'll run into obstacles and wonder what to do. This week, we’ll
hear the story of Moses and the huge obstacle that was in his way. We'll discover that we can do
hard things with God by our side.

Lesson 5: Serve One Another

On any adventure, it is important to help other people along the way. That’s exactly what some
friends did for Moses when they were in the middle of a battle. This week, we’ll discover that all of
us can find a way to serve others.

Lesson 6: Don’t Give Up
When things get tough on the trail, it can be tempting to give up. This week, we’ll hear the story of
Joshua and how he showed perseverance when it could have been easy to stop.

Lesson 7: Trust Your Leader

On any adventure, it's important to have a leader you can trust. This week, Gideon will discover
that he can trust God to lead him.

Lesson 8: Work as a Team
As we adventure through life, it's important to have some good friends who will stay by our side.
This week, we’ll see how Ruth was a good friend and learn how we can be a good friend to others.
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Lesson 9: Be Brave
On our adventure, we might need to do something courageous that we’ve never done before. This
week, we'll learn how we can be brave, just like David was brave as he fought against Goliath.

Lesson 10: Make Wise Choices

During an adventure, there are often choices to be made. Which way should we go? How are we
going to get there? A man named Solomon knew how important it was to have wisdom and this
week we'll learn how we can make wise choices.

Lesson 11: Ask for Help

Sometimes we can find ourselves in a tricky situation. Who do we go to when we need help?
Nehemiah ran into some trouble as he was building a wall, but he knew he could ask God to help
him. This week, we’ll learn that we can talk to God and ask him for help, too!

Lesson 12: Purpose in the Journey

On an adventure, we need to keep taking the next step and following our guide. This week, we’ll
discover that God had a plan for Esther’s life, and he has a plan for each one of us, too. We can
follow God wherever he leads us!

Lesson 13: Celebrate the Victories

When an adventure is over, we can look back and celebrate all that we did together. David was a
man in the Bible who went on a lot of adventures with God. This week, we’ll learn that David wrote
songs to worship God and celebrate what God had done in his life.

Introduction and Rules 2:00

Today, we're going to go on an adventure together! To get started, we're going to
need a backpack with some supplies. Let’s take a look inside to find out what we're
bringing with us on our adventure today!

There’s also a mystery item. | wonder what it could be?

Let’s get started by putting on our backpacks and stomping like a giant over to the
Big Idea. Can you do that with me?
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Big Idea Jingle

(Auto advance) Big Idea Slide: [ am brave because God is with me.

Awesome job! We made it! The Big Idea is, “ am brave because God is with me.” Let’s
practice the big idea together. I'll say a part first and you can repeat after me. [ am
brave, | AM BRAVE. Because God, BECAUSE GOD. Is with me, IS WITH ME. Great job!
Alright, now let’s say it all together!

Awesome job practicing our Big Idea! You can all sit down.

That Big Idea is so important, we're going to say it several times during our
adventure. Whenever we get through one of the obstacles on our path, we’ll say the
Big Idea!

Bible Adventure 5:00

Next, we get to learn more by going on a Bible Adventure, but look! There’s a frozen
lake in our path!

Frozen Lake

Which item from our backpack do you think we need to get across this frozen lake -
the scarf, the ice skate, or the sled?
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Yes, I think we need some ice skates! Let’s all put on our ice skates right now. Now
let’s skate across the lake together!

Whew! That was fun and we made it across the lake!

Let’s practice our Big Idea together. THE BIG IDEA. I AM BRAVE BECAUSE GOD IS
WITH ME. Awesome job! Now, let’s sit down and get ready for a Bible Adventure!

Bible Adventure Jingle

The Bible is the greatest book ever. It's full of words from God. There are also true
stories in the Bible about people who had some adventures while they followed God!
Today, we get to read about someone who did something very brave.

This story you are going to hear comes from the Bible, but we use this storybook
because the pictures help us imagine what it might have looked like back when the
Bible was written. The pictures you see in here are the same as the ones on the
screen. Let’s get started!

Picture 1: Goliath and the Philistine army.

God’s people had some big and powerful enemies called the Philistines. One of the
Philistines was named Goliath. God’s people were terrified because Goliath was a
huge giant and a mighty warrior. For forty days and nights Goliath called out to God’s
people, “Send one of your people over here to fight me! Or are you too afraid?”

Picture 2: David brings the army lunch.

One day, a boy named David arrived at the battleground with some food for his older
brothers. As he dropped off the food, the two armies were getting ready for battle.
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David heard as Goliath stepped forward and called out, “Who dares to come and fight
me or are you too scared?” God’s people turned around and ran away in fear.

Picture 3: King gives David armor.

Then, David spoke up and said, “I'll go out and fight Goliath.” But the king replied,
“You're too young and too small, David. How can you fight against someone as big
and powerful as Goliath?” David said, “I can do it because God will help me.” So, the
king gave David some of the royal armor to wear, but it was too heavy for David and
he took it off.

Picture 4: David in front of Goliath with sling and stones.

David walked over to a stream and picked up five smooth stones. Then he grabbed
his sling and walked bravely towards Goliath. “What'’s this?”, Goliath bellowed. “You
think you can fight me with some stones and some sticks? I will destroy you!” Then
David responded, “You're coming to fight me with a sword, but I'm coming to fight
in the name of the Lord my God! God is the one who will win this battle.”

Picture 5: Goliath on the ground.

Goliath laughed and moved closer to David. Then David bravely ran up to battleline
and reached for a stone. He put the stone into his sling and threw it with all his might
towards Goliath. The stone hit Goliath right in his forehead and he fell to the ground.
David had won! God’s people were saved from the Philistines because David bravely
followed God.

Great listening, Kid-Os! God can help us to be brave, just like David was brave.

Next, we're going to head over to our Memory Verse, but it looks like there is a
blizzard up ahead.

Yes, the scarf will keep us warm! Can you wrap the scarf around your neck? Now,
let’s see if we can make it through all this snow and wind.

Now that we made it through the blizzard, let’s say our Big Idea together. THE BIG
IDEA. I AM BRAVE BECAUSE GOD IS WITH ME. Awesome job! You can sit down.

Our Memory Verse comes from the Bible. This verse is all about being strong and
brave because God is always with us.

God helped David to be strong and brave as he fought against Goliath.

WITH ME. Great job! You can sit down, because now it’s time to try out what we’ve
been learning today.
