Lesson	1:	Follow	Jesus’	Example	
When	Jesus	lived	on	the	earth,	he	asked	people	to	“follow	him!”	Jesus	showed	us	an	example	of	
how	to	live	and	how	to	love	other	people	well.	This	week,	we’ll	discover	how	we	can	build	up	our	
faith	as	we	let	Jesus	lead	and	guide	us	each	day.	
	
Lesson	2:	Read	the	Bible	
The	Bible	is	the	greatest	book	ever!	Reading	the	Bible	can	help	us	grow	in	our	faith	and	learn	more	
about	God.	This	week,	we’ll	hear	what	Paul	tells	Timothy	about	the	importance	of	the	Bible.		
	
Lesson	3:	Connect	in	Community		
When	the	church	began,	the	followers	of	Jesus	spent	a	lot	of	time	together	praying,	sharing	meals,	
and	encouraging	one	another.	Our	faith	can	grow	stronger	when	we	spend	time	with	others	who	
follow	Jesus.		
	
Lesson	4:	Pray	
One	way	we	can	build	up	our	faith	is	by	talking	to	God.	This	week,	we’ll	hear	the	story	of	Peter	and	
John.	They	prayed	for	God’s	power	to	help	them	do	the	important	work	of	sharing	Jesus’	story.	
	
Lesson	5:	Serve	
In	Bible	times	washing	feet	was	a	job	for	only	the	lowest	servants,	but	that’s	what	Jesus	did	for	his	
disciples.	This	week,	we’ll	discover	how	serving	others	is	a	part	of	following	Jesus	and	growing	in	
our	faith.		
	
Lesson	6:	Choose	to	Follow	Jesus		
Jesus	came	into	the	world,	died	on	a	cross,	and	rose	again	to	save	us	and	take	the	punishment	for	
every	wrong	thing	we	have	done.	Jesus	loves	each	one	of	us	so	much	and	we	can	choose	to	follow	
him.	We	can	grow	strong	in	our	faith	with	Jesus	by	our	side!	
	
Lesson	7:	Live	Generously	
All	 of	 us	 have	 something	we	 can	 share	with	 others.	 It	 could	 be	 our	 toys,	 time,	 kind	words,	 or	
something	 else.	 This	 week,	 we’ll	 hear	 how	 Jesus	 used	 what	 a	 young	 boy	 had	 to	 offer	 to	 do	
something	incredible.

(extend	arms	out)	part	of	the	church.

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Rocky	 is	off	 to	a	great	start!	Next,	we	get	 to	 learn	more	about	being	a	part	of	 the	
church	by	going	on	a	Bible	Adventure.			

	
	 Do	This:	Show	kids	the	Bible.		
	
The	Bible	is	the	greatest	book	ever.	It’s	full	of	words	from	God,	and	there	are	lots	of	
true	stories	about	people	who	loved	God	in	the	Bible	too!	Today,	we	get	to	read	a	
story	about	a	group	of	people	who	were	part	of	the	very	first	church.	

Do	This:	Get	the	Bible	storybook	out	and	sit	down	in	the	chair.	
	

This	story	you	are	going	to	hear	comes	from	the	Bible,	but	we	use	this	storybook	
because	the	pictures	help	us	imagine	what	it	might	have	looked	like	back	when	the	
Bible	was	written.	The	pictures	you	see	in	here	are	the	same	as	the	ones	on	the	
screen.		Let’s	get	started!		

Do	This:	Have	kids	help	you	“turn”	the	pages	on	the	screen	with	an	exaggerated	arm	wave.			
	

	
After	Jesus	died	on	a	cross	and	came	back	to	life,	he	spent	a	little	more	time	on	
earth	with	his	disciples.	Jesus	proved	to	them	that	he	was	God's	Son,	and	he	taught	
them	more	about	God.	Then	Jesus	left	and	went	back	to	heaven.	The	disciples	were	
given	a	very	important	mission	to	share	Jesus'	story	with	others.	
	

	
As	the	disciples	told	people	about	what	Jesus	had	done,	many	people	believed	and	
decided	to	follow	Jesus.	The	people	who	followed	Jesus	began	to	meet	together,	
and	they	became	known	as	"the	Church."	They	knew	that	being	together	could	help	
them	grow	to	become	more	like	Jesus	than	just	being	by	themselves.	
	

	
The	people	who	were	a	part	of	the	church	spent	a	lot	of	time	together,	learning	
about	God	and	praying	for	one	another.	They	also	ate	meals	together,	and	they	
shared	everything	that	they	had.	If	someone	needed	food,	they	were	given	food.	If

They	grow	in	their	faith	together	by	doing	things	like	praying,	encouraging	one	
another,	and	learning	more	about	God.	The	church	people	are	a	part	of	a	
community	or	a	group	that	loves	and	follows	Jesus.	Anyone	who	follows	Jesus	can	
be	part	of	the	church.
