In Bible times washing feet was a job for only the lowest servants, but that’s what Jesus did for his
disciples. This week, we'll discover how serving others is a part of following Jesus and growing in
our faith.

Lesson 6: Choose to Follow Jesus

Jesus came into the world, died on a cross, and rose again to save us and take the punishment for
every wrong thing we have done. Jesus loves each one of us so much and we can choose to follow
him. We can grow strong in our faith with Jesus by our side!

Introduction and Rules 2:00

Welcome everyone! My name is , and I'm super excited to see each and every
one of you! During our time together, we’ll get to sing a couple fun songs, learn a
memory verse, and hear an awesome story. Before we do any of that, there are three
important things for you to remember.

Rule #1: When I'm talking you are listening!

Let’s put on our listening ears and turn them way up! On the count of three, let’s
practice our very best listening. Ready? 1, 2, 3!

Rule #2: Keep your hands and feet to yourself!

We want this to be a great place for all you leaders and Kid-Os, which means no
poking, kicking, or bugging your neighbor. A good way to remember this rule is to:
do a little clap and place your hands in your lap!

Rule #3: Stay in your spot!
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You have a spot of your very own here in Kid-O-Deo, and it’s right where you are
sitting! It’s important for us to stay in our spots, so that everyone can pay attention
and have fun!

Big Idea 2:00

[ love singing with you, Kid-Os! You can sit down. We are in a series called “Build it
Up!” When you build something, like a snowman, you put lots of different pieces
together to make it. This series is all about different things we can “build” into our
lives that will help us grow in our faith and get to know Jesus better.

During our time together, our forest friend Rocky Racoon is going to be building
something out of snow or ice. To find out what it is, we have to finish each part of
the lesson.

Let’s get started by practicing our “Big Idea.” That’s the super important thing we're
learning about today!

Big Idea Jingle
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(Auto advance) Big Idea Slide: I can always talk to God.

The Big Idea is, “I can always talk to God.” We can talk to God anytime, anywhere,
about anything. God loves it when we talk to him! Let’s stand up and practice the big
idea. I'll say a part first and you can repeat after me. I can always, [ CAN ALWAYS.
Talk to God, TALK TO GOD. Great job! Alright, now let’s say it all together!

Awesome job practicing our Big Idea! You can all sit down.

That Big Idea is so important, we're going to say it several times today. Whenever
you hear this jingle bell sound, it’s time to say our big idea!

Big Idea Jingle Bells

You can say it and still do the actions while sitting in your spot. Let’s practice!

Let’s say the Big Idea together. THE BIG IDEA. I CAN ALWAYS TALK TO GOD. Great
job, Kid-Os!

Bible Adventure 5:00
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Rocky is off to a great start! Next, we get to learn more about talking to God by going
on a Bible Adventure.

Bible Adventure Jingle

The Bible is the greatest book ever. It’s full of words from God, and there are lots of
true stories about people who loved God in the Bible too! Today, we get to read a
story about two people who talked to God when they needed help.

This story you are going to hear comes from the Bible, but we use this storybook
because the pictures help us imagine what it might have looked like back when the
Bible was written. The pictures you see in here are the same as the ones on the
screen. Let’s get started!

Picture 1: Peter and John put in jail

After Jesus went back to heaven, the disciples were given a mission to tell everyone
about Jesus and how much he loves them. Two disciples named Peter and John
were talking to a crowd of people about the amazing things Jesus had done. Some
of the leaders in the town didn't like what they were saying. They arrested Peter
and John and put them in jail.

Picture 2: Leaders letting Peter and John go free.

The next day, the angry group of leaders gathered to talk about what they should
do with Peter and John. They decided they should let them go free, but the leaders
told Peter and John not to talk about Jesus anymore.

Picture 3: Believers praying together

Peter and John knew it was important to obey God and keep sharing the good news
about Jesus. So, they decided to meet with other people who followed Jesus, and
they prayed to God together. They asked God to help them and to give them the
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courage to tell everyone about Jesus. They also asked God to give them the power
to do miracles that might help others follow Jesus.

After the group of believers prayed, God showed them that he was with them. God
answered their prayer and gave Peter and John the courage to obey God and keep
telling people how much Jesus loves them.

Our Memory Verse comes from the Bible. This one is all about growing in our faith
in Jesus.

Kid-Os, one way our faith can grow stronger is by talking to God. When we talk to
God, we can know that he is always listening to us. We can get to know God better
and grow in our faith when we pray.
