Lesson	1:	Follow	Jesus’	Example	
When	Jesus	lived	on	the	earth,	he	asked	people	to	“follow	him!”	Jesus	showed	us	an	example	of	
how	to	live	and	how	to	love	other	people	well.	This	week,	we’ll	discover	how	we	can	build	up	our	
faith	as	we	let	Jesus	lead	and	guide	us	each	day.

Lesson	3:	Connect	in	Community		
When	the	church	began,	the	followers	of	Jesus	spent	a	lot	of	time	together	praying,	sharing	meals,	
and	encouraging	one	another.	Our	faith	can	grow	stronger	when	we	spend	time	with	others	who	
follow	Jesus.		
	
Lesson	4:	Pray	
One	way	we	can	build	up	our	faith	is	by	talking	to	God.	This	week,	we’ll	hear	the	story	of	Peter	and	
John.	They	prayed	for	God’s	power	to	help	them	do	the	important	work	of	sharing	Jesus’	story.	
	
Lesson	5:	Serve	
In	Bible	times	washing	feet	was	a	job	for	only	the	lowest	servants,	but	that’s	what	Jesus	did	for	his	
disciples.	This	week,	we’ll	discover	how	serving	others	is	a	part	of	following	Jesus	and	growing	in	
our	faith.

Jesus	came	into	the	world,	died	on	a	cross,	and	rose	again	to	save	us	and	take	the	punishment	for	
every	wrong	thing	we	have	done.	Jesus	loves	each	one	of	us	so	much	and	we	can	choose	to	follow	
him.

The	Bible	is	the	greatest	book	ever.	It’s	full	of	words	from	God,	and	there	are	lots	of	
true	stories	about	people	who	loved	God	in	the	Bible	too!	Today,	we	get	to	read	a	
story	about	the	amazing	thing	that	Jesus	did	for	each	one	of	us.	

Do	This:	Get	the	Bible	storybook	out	and	sit	down	in	the	chair.	
	

This	story	you	are	going	to	hear	comes	from	the	Bible,	but	we	use	this	storybook	
because	the	pictures	help	us	imagine	what	it	might	have	looked	like	back	when	the	
Bible	was	written.	The	pictures	you	see	in	here	are	the	same	as	the	ones	on	the	
screen.		Let’s	get	started!		

Do	This:	Have	kids	help	you	“turn”	the	pages	on	the	screen	with	an	exaggerated	arm	wave.			
	

	
God	created	the	whole	world	and	everything	in	it.	He	created	the	sun,	stars,	oceans,	
trees,	and	animals.	God	made	each	one	of	us,	too!	He	made	people	to	know	him	and	
love	him.	Everything	was	beautiful	and	good,	but	then	something	happened.		
		

	
People	decided	to	turn	away	from	God	and	do	things	that	they	knew	were	wrong,	
called	sin.	That	sin	separated	us	from	God	so	that	we	couldn't	be	close	to	him	
anymore.	But	God	loved	us	so	much.	He	had	an	amazing	plan	to	rescue	us	and	bring	
us	close	to	him	again.		
	

	
God	sent	his	Son,	Jesus,	into	the	world.	Jesus	taught	people	about	God	and	how	
much	he	loved	them.
