In Bible times washing feet was a job for only the lowest servants, but that’s what Jesus did for his
disciples.

Introduction and Rules 2:00

Welcome everyone! My name is , and I'm super excited to see each and every
one of you! During our time together, we’ll get to sing a couple fun songs, learn a
memory verse, and hear an awesome story. Before we do any of that, there are three
important things for you to remember.

Rule #1: When I'm talking you are listening!

Let’s put on our listening ears and turn them way up! On the count of three, let’s
practice our very best listening. Ready? 1, 2, 3!

Rule #2: Keep your hands and feet to yourself!

We want this to be a great place for all you leaders and Kid-Os, which means no
poking, kicking, or bugging your neighbor. A good way to remember this rule is to:
do a little clap and place your hands in your lap!

Rule #3: Stay in your spot!
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You have a spot of your very own here in Kid-O-Deo, and it’s right where you are
sitting! It’s important for us to stay in our spots, so that everyone can pay attention
and have fun!

Now, we all get to sing together! When we sing to God, that's called “worship.” Let’s
stand up and sing this song all about our super wonderful God!

Big Idea 2:00

We are in a series called “Build it
Up!” When you build something, like a snowman, you put lots of different pieces
together to make it. This series is all about different things we can “build” into our
lives that will help us grow in our faith and get to know Jesus better.

During our time together, our forest friend Rocky Racoon is going to be building
something out of snow or ice. To find out what it is, we have to finish each part of
the lesson.

Let’s get started by practicing our “Big Idea.” That’s the super important thing we're
learning about today!

Big Idea Jingle
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(Auto advance) Big Idea Slide: I can always worship God.

The Big Idea is, “I can always worship God.” Worship means that we are telling God
how amazing he is and giving him thanks and praise. Let’s stand up and practice the
bigidea. I'll say a part first and you can repeat after me. I can always, [ CAN ALWAYS.
Worship God, WORSHIP GOD. Great job! Alright, now let’s say it all together!

Awesome job practicing our Big Idea! You can all sit down.

That Big Idea is so important, we're going to say it several times today. Whenever
you hear this jingle bell sound, it’s time to say our big idea!

You can say it and still do the actions while sitting in your spot. Let’s practice!

Bible Adventure 5:00
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Rocky is off to a great start! Next, we get to learn more about worshipping God by
going on a Bible Adventure.

Bible Adventure Jingle

The Bible is the greatest book ever. It’s full of words from God, and there are lots of
true stories about people who loved God in the Bible too! Today, we get to hear a
story about two people who worshipped God, even when things were tough.

This story you are going to hear comes from the Bible, but we use this storybook
because the pictures help us imagine what it might have looked like back when the
Bible was written. The pictures you see in here are the same as the ones on the
screen. Let’s get started!

Picture 1: Paul and Silas traveling together.

Paul and Silas were two men who loved Jesus and traveled to different cities, telling
people about him. One day, they traveled together to a town named Philippi (Fill-i-
pie). When they arrived, they started teaching the people they met about Jesus.

Picture 2: Paul and Silas with angry leaders.

Many people believed in Jesus and were baptized, but some of the city leaders
became angry at Paul and Silas. They didn’t like that they were disrupting their city
and telling people about Jesus. The angry leaders hurt Paul and Silas and threw them
into jail.

Picture 3: Paul and Silas worshipping God in jail.

Even though Paul and Silas were in jail, they sang songs about how amazing God is
and prayed together. These things are called worship. The other prisoners were
listening as Paul and Silas worshipped God. Suddenly, there was a big earthquake.
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Picture 4: Chains fell off Paul and Silas

The prison shook, the doors flew open, and all the chains around the prisoners came
off. They were free! Instead of running away, Paul and Silas stayed in the jail and told
the jailor the good news about Jesus. He and his family believed in Jesus and were
baptized.
