Lesson 1: Welcome to Camp!

Introduction and Rules 2:00

Welcome everyone! My name is ,and I'm so glad to see each and every one of
you. During our time together, we’ll get to sing a couple fun songs, learn a memory
verse, and hear an awesome story. Before we do any of that, there are three
important things for you to remember. They’re our three Kid-O-Deo rules!

Rule #1: When I'm talking you are listening!

Let’s put on our listening ears and turn them way up! We'll also turn our voices way
down, so that we can all listen super well.

Rule #2: Keep your hands and feet to yourself!

We want this to be a great place for all you leaders and Kid-Os, which means no
poking, kicking, or bugging your neighbor. A good way to remember this rule is to:
do a little clap and place your hands in your lap!

Bible Adventure 5:00

It’s so fun to sing with you! Next we get to learn more by going on a Bible Adventure.

Bible Adventure Jingle

The Bible is the greatest book ever. It’s full of words from God, and there are lots of
true stories about people who loved God in the Bible too! Today, we get to read a
story about someone who was very loyal to their friend, even when it was difficult.

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This story you are going to hear comes from the Bible, but we use this storybook
because the pictures help us imagine what it might have looked like back when the
Bible was written. The pictures you see in here are the same as the ones on the
screen. Let’s get started!

Picture 1: David and Jonathan

David and Jonathan were best friends. They had been friends for years. There was a
problem, though. Jonathan’s father Saul was the king, and God had said David would
be the next king. Jonathan could have been jealous, but he was only happy for his
friend David.

Picture 2: Angry Saul

One day Saul, the king, became very jealous of David. He wanted his son Jonathan to
become king, instead of David. Saul got so angry, he wanted to kill David! He made a
plan to trap David the next time he saw him.

Picture 3: Jonathan and David in the field

Jonathan could have chosen to be angry, too, he probably wanted to be king. But
Jonathan was loyal to David, which meant he wanted to do what was best for his
friend. Jonathan warned David that Saul was very angry and helped him hide from
the king.

Picture 4: Jonathan

Jonathan chose to help his friend when he was in trouble. He did what was best for
his friend, even when he didn’t get anything for it. Those are great examples of
loyalty. Every one of us can be loyal by thinking about what’s best for our friends
and families.
