Lesson 1: September 11/12  

One of the most famous stories of all time is a tale Jesus told about two siblings. This week, we’ll hear

This week, we’ll see how we can make a difference, even 

when we’re not in the spotlight.

Since this series is movie themed, let’s get started with a game called “Movie Charades.”  

 
 
In this game, I’m going to show you all a movie, and you’ll have to act it out! I’m going 
to have a few of you come up on stage and try to guess what movie everyone is acting 
out. You don’t have to act out the movie, you just have to get them to say the words 
from the screen, so even if you haven’t seen the movie, act out what the words say! 
First, though, let’s choose our three guessers.  

Do This: Choose three kids to be guessers and have them come up on stage. It would probably 
be best to pick older kids. Have them face the back of the stage.  

 
Ok, guessers you are facing away from the screens, now let’s take a look at our first 
movie! Everyone in the audience remember, you can’t talk or say words, you can only 
use actions to get them to guess the right answer. Guessers, you want to be the first 
one to guess the answer correctly. Ready? Let’s give it a try!
