Do This: During the song, encourage kids to find a place to sit, and let them know it’s time to 
get started.

In this 
series, we’re learning about the “character” of God. God is loving, wise, faithful, and 
good, and we’re going to see why knowing that should change the way we live.

(Roll when directed) Elevate Opener

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Let’s kick things off with a game called “Would You Rather?”  

 
 
Alright everybody, you can stand up. In this game, you’ll have to decide what you’d 
rather choose out of two options. If you would rather choose the first option, walk to 
the left side of the room. If you’d rather choose the second option, walk to the right side 
of the room. If you’re not sure… don’t worry, just pick one! Are you ready to play? Let’s 
go!  
 

 
 Do This: Read the question out for everyone to hear. Allow the leaders to answer.  
 
Wow, both of those are great choices. You can’t go wrong! Let’s try another one. 
 

 
Do This: Read the question and answers out for everyone to hear. Allow the kids to move to 
their answers.  

 
Move to the side of the room that matches your answer! These are both fun in their 
own way.

It could be a certain kind of animal, vehicle, or object.  Turn to someone near you and 
tell them about it. Make sure to listen to their answer, too.  
 Do This: Allow kids to talk for about 30 seconds.   

Know This: You can share your answer briefly, too!

Know This: During this time, groups are expected to look in the Bible to see if they can solve 
the big question presented in the media. They’ll spend time reading the Bible and discussing 
the problem. Help group leaders engage kids and facilitate discussion as much as possible.   

 
 
    
 
God’s love is incredible—so incredible that it can make a big difference in someone’s 
life. To find out more about how that works, let’s hear what the Bible says about God’s 
love for us.  

 

 
 
God loves you, and He is always faithful to His promises.  
 
You might have heard all of this before. If you have already decided to follow Jesus, 
that’s fantastic! You have the chance to live for God every day, doing the things He made 
you to do, and showing everyone His amazing love.  
 
Maybe, though, you still have some questions and you’re not totally sure about 
following Jesus. That’s OK! Asking questions is a good thing. If you have questions, I’d 
encourage you to talk to your adults at home or one of the leaders here at church. We’d 
love to talk about questions you have about God. 
 
If you’ve never made that choice, though, today could be your day to make that amazing 
decision to follow Jesus. You can do that right here, right now. In a moment, we’re going 
to talk to God together. I’ll say a prayer, and you can repeat it after me. Now, just saying 
these words isn’t what’s important, what matters is really meaning what you say.

Do This: Read the following prayer word-for-word, giving enough time after each line for kids 
to repeat after you, even if it is silent.

I believe that he died on the cross,  
Took my punishment, 
And came back to life, 
So that I can be forgiven. 
Jesus, I ask you now  
To be my leader,  
Savior,  
And friend forever.  
I choose to follow you.

If you just made that decision, congratulations! I want to celebrate with you and give 
you this book. 
 Do This: Show kids the Following Jesus book.  
 
This book can help you get started following Jesus. So now, I’d like everyone to stand 
up!  
 Do This: Have everyone in the room stand up.  
 
Ok, now if you just decided to follow Jesus for the first time, you can follow me to get 
this book, and we’ll also celebrate this great decision you have made! 
 

Do This: Have another leader come on stage and lead the rest of the kids in worship.
