1.	 What do you envision will happen after you die? Is it something you’re 

fearful of? Why or why not? 

2.	 When did you first experience the sting of death in your own life? What 
thoughts and feelings surrounded that situation?

3.	  Read 1 Corinthians 15:42-55. What are you most excited about when you 
think of receiving a new body after death and how you’ll be transformed?

4.	  Knowing that heaven is your true home, how does that affect how you 
prioritize the things in your life today?

Challenge
This week, spend some time in prayer, and journal about what it will be like to be 
home with Jesus someday and about how you can start having a more heavenly 
perspective in your day-to-day life.
