5. Why do you think the disciples realized it was Jesus when they sat down to eat? (Hint: They would have been familiar with Jesus sharing communion with his closest disciples just days ago. When Jesus sat down, prayed and “broke bread” it all clicked). 

6. How does the fact that Jesus rose from the dead and is alive today impact our lives? 

7. Where do you need Jesus to show up on your road this week? 


	Text5: Tonight we will be taking communion together at the end of the message as a reminder of who Jesus is and why he matters. The communion cups will be handed out during announcements in large group. Take a little time to explain communion (see Luke 22:14-20) and challenge them to respect the elements during large group! 
	Text6: The fact that Jesus is alive means that He is with us and we always have hope. How can we go to Jesus this week when we are feeling alone or running out of hope?
