Do	This:	Pick	up	the	small	seed	and	plant	it	in	the	pot.	Have	kids	pretend	to	plant	their	own	
seed	with	you	by	pretending	to	dig	a	hole	and	put	the	seed	in	the	dirt.

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Next,	we	get	to	learn	more	by	going	on	a	Bible	Adventure.			

	
	 Do	This:	Show	kids	the	Bible.		
	
The	Bible	is	the	greatest	book	ever.	It’s	full	of	words	from	God,	and	there	are	lots	of	
true	stories	that	can	help	us	grow	to	know	God	better.	Today,	we	get	to	read	a	story	
about	someone	who	spent	time	with	God	by	reading	his	words	in	the	Bible.	

Do	This:	Get	the	Bible	storybook	out	and	sit	down	in	the	chair.	
	

This	story	you	are	going	to	hear	comes	from	the	Bible,	but	we	use	this	storybook	
because	the	pictures	help	us	imagine	what	it	might	have	looked	like	back	when	the	
Bible	was	written.	The	pictures	you	see	in	here	are	the	same	as	the	ones	on	the	
screen.		Let’s	get	started!		

Do	This:	Have	kids	help	you	“turn”	the	pages	on	the	screen	with	an	exaggerated	arm	wave.			
	

	
Moses	had	led	God’s	people	out	of	a	land	called	Egypt.	God	had	promised	to	bring	his	
people	to	a	new	land	that	would	be	better	than	they	could	imagine.	But	instead	of	
getting	there	right	away,	God’s	people	had	been	wandering	around	in	the	desert	for	
forty	years.		
	

	
Moses	knew	it	was	time	to	choose	a	new	leader,	and	God	had	told	him	to	choose	
Joshua.	Joshua	was	a	man	who	trusted	God	and	followed	him.	Moses	said,	“It’s	time	
for	you	 to	go	 into	 the	 land	God	has	promised.	 Joshua	will	 lead	 the	way!	Don’t	be	
afraid	because	God	will	be	with	you.”	
	

	
Leading	God’s	people	was	a	big	job,	and	Joshua	might	have	felt	afraid.	But	God	told	
Joshua,	“I	will	be	with	you.	Be	strong	and	brave	as	you	lead	the	people.	Make	sure	to	
keep	reading	the	Bible.	Think	about	what	the	Bible	says	and	do	everything	it	tells	
you	to	do.”
