	 Do	This:	Show	kids	the	Bible.		
	
The	Bible	is	the	greatest	book	ever.	It’s	full	of	words	from	God,	and	there	are	lots	of	
true	stories	that	can	help	us	grow	to	know	God	better.	Today,	we	get	to	read	a	story	
about	someone	who’s	life	changed	after	he	decided	to	follow	Jesus.	

Do	This:	Get	the	Bible	storybook	out	and	sit	down	in	the	chair.	
	

This	story	you	are	going	to	hear	comes	from	the	Bible,	but	we	use	this	storybook	
because	the	pictures	help	us	imagine	what	it	might	have	looked	like	back	when	the	
Bible	was	written.	The	pictures	you	see	in	here	are	the	same	as	the	ones	on	the	
screen.		Let’s	get	started!		

Do	This:	Have	kids	help	you	“turn”	the	pages	on	the	screen	with	an	exaggerated	arm	wave.			
	

	
Saul	was	a	man	who	thought	that	he	was	better	than	others.	He	followed	a	big	list	of	
rules	about	what	he	thought	was	the	right	way	to	live.	Saul	didn’t	believe	that	Jesus	
was	God’s	Son,	though.	He	was	very	mean	to	anyone	who	followed	Jesus.	
	

	
One	day,	as	Saul	was	traveling	down	the	road,	he	saw	a	bright	light	from	heaven.	It	
was	so	bright	that	Saul	fell	down!	Then	a	voice	from	heaven	said,	“Saul,	why	are	you	
hurting	me?”	Saul	was	confused	and	said,	“Who	are	you?”	The	voice	responded,	“I	
am	Jesus.	Go	to	the	city	and	you	will	find	out	what	to	do	next.”	
	

	
When	Saul	got	up,	he	couldn’t	see	anything!	His	friends	had	to	help	him	into	the	city.	
When	they	arrived,	a	man	named	Ananias	met	them.	Ananias	prayed,	and	Saul	was	
able	 to	 see	 again!	 Saul	 also	 understood	 that	 Jesus	 really	 was	 God’s	 Son	 and	 he	
decided	to	follow	him.
