Series at a Glance for Kid-O-Deo (continued)

Lesson 1: From Ordinary to Chosen

The disciples were all pretty ordinary people, but Jesus chose them to be some of his closest
friends. This week, we’ll hear the story of Matthew and how his life was forever changed when
Jesus said “Come, follow me.”

Lesson 2: From Hidden to Known

The woman at the well did not have a very good reputation with people in her village. She went to
the well to get water at a time when others wouldn’t be there. This week, we’ll hear how Jesus
meets the woman at the well and shows her that she is known and loved.

Lesson 3: From Fear to Faith

The disciples were traveling across the sea in a boat when all of a sudden there was a huge storm.
They called out to Jesus and he calmed the wind and the waves. This week, we’ll discover how this
miracle helped the disciples understand that they could trust Jesus, even when they felt afraid.

Lesson 4: From Guilty to Forgiven

Some people thought that you shouldn’t go near Jesus if you had done things that were wrong. This
week, we'll hear a story about a sinful woman who showed extravagant love to Jesus and was told
by Jesus she was forgiven.

Lesson 5: From Rejected to Valuable

Parents wanted to bring their children to see Jesus, but the disciples told them no. Children were
not seen as important and the disciples didn’t want them to bother Jesus with them. This week,
we'll hear the story of how Jesus responds to the children and shows them how valuable they are.

Lesson 6: From Sadness to Joy

Jesus had just died on the cross and Mary Magdalene felt so much sadness. It wasn’t supposed to
end like this! Mary’s sadness soon turned to joy when Jesus appeared to her in the garden and
showed her that he was alive! All of us can have joy because Jesus is alive!

Lesson 7: From Proud to Purpose

Saul was proud of his ability to follow the rules, but he was very mean to the people who followed
Jesus. Everything changed for Saul after he met Jesus. He went from being an enemy of Jesus to
telling everyone he could about Jesus’ story!

We are in a series called “Made
New.” In springtime, so many different things are made new again. The leaves start
to appear on trees, flowers bloom, and caterpillars transform into butterflies. This
series is all about people who met Jesus and how their lives were transformed and
made new.

During our time together, we are going to be looking for some envelopes around the
room. Inside will be something in nature that is changing and being made new.

Let’s get started by practicing our “Big Idea.” That’s the super important thing we're
learning about today!

Big Idea Jingle
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(Auto advance) Big Idea Slide: I can tell everyone about Jesus.

The Big Idea is, “I can tell everyone about Jesus.” Let’s stand up and practice the big
idea. I'll say a part first and you can repeat after me. I can, I CAN. Tell everyone, TELL
EVERYONE. About Jesus, ABOUT JESUS. Great job! Alright, now let’s say it all

together!

Awesome job practicing our Big Idea! You can all sit down.

That Big Idea is so important, we're going to say it several times today. Whenever
you hear this sound, it’s time to say our big idea!

Let’s keep going and see how it changes during our time
together.

Bible Adventure 5:00

Next, we get to learn more about telling others about Jesus by going on a Bible
Adventure.

Bible Adventure Jingle

The Bible is the greatest book ever. It’s full of words from God, and there are lots of
true stories about when Jesus lived on the earth, too! Today, we get to read a story
about a man whose life was completely changed after he met Jesus.

This story you are going to hear comes from the Bible, but we use this storybook
because the pictures help us imagine what it might have looked like back when the
Bible was written. The pictures you see in here are the same as the ones on the
screen. Let's get started!

Picture 1: Saul chasing followers of Jesus.

Saul was a man who thought he was better than everyone else. He proudly followed
a whole list of rules about what he thought was the right way to live. Saul didn’t
believe that Jesus was God’s Son, though. He was very mean and hurtful to anyone
who followed Jesus.

Picture 2: Light shining down from heaven on Saul.

One day, as Saul was traveling along the road, a bright light shone down from heaven.
It was so bright that Saul fell to the ground! He heard a voice from heaven ask him,
“Saul, why are you trying to hurt me?” Saul was confused and answered, “Who are
you?” The voice responded, “I am Jesus, the one you are hurting. Go into the city and
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then you will find out what to do next.” As Saul stood up to leave, he realized he was
blind, and he needed his friends to help him into the city.

Picture 3: Ananias prays for Saul.

Then, God spoke to a man who loved Jesus, named Ananias (An-uh-nye-us), and told
him to find Saul and pray for him. Ananias was afraid because he had heard about
all the terrible things Saul had done to the people who followed Jesus. Even though
he was afraid, Ananias did what God asked him to do and prayed for Saul. After his
prayer, Saul was able to see again! He also understood that Jesus really was God’s
Son and he decided to follow him.

Picture 4: Saul telling everyone about Jesus.

After that moment, Saul’s entire life changed completely. Instead of hurting
followers of Jesus, he decided to follow Jesus and be baptized. He began telling
everyone the good news that Jesus loves them and wants to be their friend. Saul, who
is also known as Paul, traveled around the world telling people about Jesus. He also
wrote some of the books that are in the Bible.

He was given a new purpose to tell everyone he could about how much Jesus
loves them. In fact, I think that’s what our Big Idea is about.

It looks like our little seed is starting to grow! I'm excited to see what happens!

Next, we get to learn a memory verse all about what happens in our lives when we
follow Jesus.
