Introduction and Rules 2:00

Welcome everyone! My name is ,and I'm super excited to see each and every
one of you! During our time together, we’ll get to sing a couple fun songs, learn a
memory verse, and hear an awesome story. Before we do any of that, there are three
important things for you to remember.

Rule #1: When I'm talking you are listening!

Let’s put on our listening ears and turn them way up! On the count of three, let’s
practice our very best listening. Ready? 1, 2, 3!

Rule #2: Keep your hands and feet to yourself!

Let’s hold up our hands and wiggle our fingers! Now, give a little clap and put your
hands in your lap!

Rule #3: Stay in your spot!

You have a spot of your very own here in Kid-O-Deo, and it’s right where you are
sitting! It’s important for us to stay in our spots, so that everyone can pay attention

and have fun!
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Great job listening to our rules. The rules are really great because they can help us
learn and have lots of fun while we’re here.

Let’s stand up and sing a song where we
get to praise God in lots of ways!

Big Idea 2:00

[ love singing with you, Kid-Os! You can sit down. We are in a series called “Ollie’s
Orchard.” We're learning about a special kind of fruit called the fruit of the Spirit.
These aren’t fruits that we eat, like apples and oranges. Instead, these fruits grow in
our lives when we follow God. They are things like love, joy, and peace!

Today, we're talking about the fruit of “gentleness.”

We are gentle when we are calm and kind, instead of being harsh or mean. God can
help us be gentle with both our words and our actions.

To get started, we're going to practice our “Big Idea.” That’s the super important
thing we’re learning about today!

Big Idea Jingle

(Auto advance) Big Idea Slide: I can be gentle.
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The Big Idea is, “I can be gentle.” Let’s stand up and practice the big idea. I'll say a
part first and you can repeat after me. I can be, [ CAN BE. Gentle, GENTLE. Great job!
Alright, now let’s say it all together!

Awesome job practicing our Big Idea! You can all sit down.

That Big Idea is so important, we’'re going to say it several times today. Whenever
you see Ollie the Owl and hear him hoot, it's time to say our big idea!

Big Idea Ollie the Owl and Hooting Sound

You can say the Big Idea and still do the actions while sitting in your spot. Let’s
practice right now!

Let’s say the Big Idea together. THE BIG IDEA. I CAN BE GENTLE. Great job, Kid-Os!

Now, it’s time to add an apple to our tree. Can you help me find the red apple, Kid-
Os?

We found it! Before we put it on the tree, our forest friend Ollie has a question we
need to answer all about gentleness. Ready?

“Ollie has a new pet bunny named Floppy. Is it gentle to hold the bunny and run
around super fast or to calmly pet the bunny?” Hmm...what do you think, Kid-0s?
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You're right! Ollie can be gentle by calmly petting the bunny. Let’s put our apple up
on the tree.

Bible Adventure 5:00

Next, we get to learn more by going on a Bible Adventure.

Bible Adventure Jingle

The Bible is the greatest book ever. It’s full of words from God, and there are lots of
true stories that can help us learn more about the fruit of the Spirit. Today, we get to
read a story about someone who was gentle.

This story you are going to hear comes from the Bible, but we use this storybook
because the pictures help us imagine what it might have looked like back when the
Bible was written. The pictures you see in here are the same as the ones on the
screen. Let’s get started!

Picture 1: Nabal and Abigail.

Nabal was a rich man who was harsh and mean to others. Nabal’s wife, Abigail, was
different. She was kind and gentle. One day, Nabal was busy in the field with his
sheep when ten messengers arrived to see him.

Picture 2: Messengers go to the field and ask Nabal for help.

A man named David had sent the messengers to ask Nabal for help. They said, “We
are low on supplies, and you have so much. Would you be kind to us and share what
you have?” Nabal answered them harshly, “Who is David? And why should I take my
food and share it with people like you?”
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Picture 3: David and his men get swords.

David’s messengers returned and told David about Nabal’s unkind response. David
was so angry that he told his men to get their swords. David wanted to go back to
Nabal and fight.

Picture 4: Abigail putting food on a donkey.

Abigail heard that her husband had been mean, and that trouble might be coming to
their family. Instead of getting ready to fight or thinking of something mean to do,
Abigail thought of a kind and gentle plan. She started gathering delicious food and
packing it on donkeys.

Picture 5: Abigail meeting David and his men with food.

Then Abigail rode ahead and met David on the road. She spoke gently to him and
said, “I'm so sorry about what happened with Nabal. Here are some gifts of food. I
hope you'll forgive me!” David accepted the gifts and went back to his home. Abigail’s
gentle actions and words stopped David from hurting Nabal.

Great listening, Kid-Os! Abigail was gentle with David by using calm and kind words
and actions. God can help us be gentle, too.

Big Idea Ollie the Owl and Hooting Sound

Oh, that’s our Big Idea sound! Let’s say our Big Idea together. THE BIG IDEA. I CAN
BE GENTLE.

Great job Kid-Os! Now, we get to look for the green apple! Can you help me find it?

We found it! Before we put it on the tree, our forest friend Ollie has a question we

need to answer all about gentleness. Ready?
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“Ollie is wondering what is more gentle - hugging a friend or tackling a friend?” What
do you think, Kid-0s?

You're right! Ollie can be gentle by hugging his friend. Let’s add the apple to our tree!

Now, we get to learn a memory verse all about the fruit of the Spirit.

(Auto-advance) Memory Verse: Galatians 5:22-23 - “But the fruit the Holy Spirit
produces is love, joy, and peace. It is being patient, kind, and good. It is being faithful
and gentle and having self-control.”

Our Memory Verse comes from the Bible. This one is all about the fruit of the Spirit
that God grows in our lives when we follow him. When the verse says, “Holy Spirit”,
that’s another way to say “God.”

Kid-Os, this is a long verse, so instead of just saying the verse, we're going to sing it!
Stand up and let’s sing this verse along with Kristen.

Did you hear that? Let’s say our Big Idea together. THE BIG IDEA. I CAN BE GENTLE.

Great job! Now, we get to look for the yellow apple! Can you help me find it, Kid-Os?

We found it! Before we put it on the tree, our forest friend Ollie has a question we
need to answer all about gentleness. Ready?

“Ollie needs to ask his grown-ups a question. Is it gentle if Ollie yells his question or
if Ollie uses a calm voice?” What do you think, Kid-0s?

You're right! Ollie can be gentle by using a calm voice instead of yelling. Great job!
We filled the tree with apples.

Now it’s time to head over to Ollie’s Orchard and try out what we've been learning
today.

Now it’s time for us to talk to God together. We can talk to God anytime, anywhere,
and about anything. God can help us be gentle when we ask him to. Right now, let’s
put our hands in our laps and close our eyes to help us focus on what we’re saying
to God. If you want to, you can repeat this prayer after me.
