Lesson 1: The Light of the World  

We know how much God loves us, because Jesus showed us! This week, we’ll hear how Jesus 

showed us God’s amazing love, and why everyone on earth needs to hear his story.  

 

Lesson 2: The Church Shines 

After Jesus left, his followers started meeting together, and called themselves “the church.” This 

week we’ll find out how the church began, and see how we’re part of it, too! 

 

Lesson 3: Shining by Forgiving  

When most followers of Jesus saw Saul, they saw someone who was mean and unkind. God wanted 

Saul to have a second chance, though. God showed his love for Saul by forgiving him. When we 

forgive, we’re sharing God’s love in a big way!  

 

Lesson 4: Shining for Everyone 

When the church first started, people wondered who they should share Jesus’ story with. This 

week, we’ll hear about a big decision the church leaders made and find out why Jesus’ story really 

is for everyone in the world.  

 

Lesson 5: Shining by Serving 

Sometimes, we can share God’s love without even speaking. This week, we’ll see how Lydia showed 

God’s love in an amazing way: by serving others!  

 

Lesson 6: Shining by Trusting 

It can feel easy to shine for God when life is great, but what about when life gets tough? This week, 

we’ll hear how Paul kept on shining by trusting God, even when he felt afraid.  

 

Lesson 7: Shining to the World 

Jesus is the reason we shine! His story is so amazing, and everyone needs to hear it! This week, 
we’ll hear how Paul shared Jesus’ story with as many people as he could, and learn ways we can 
tell people about Jesus, today.

Introduction and Rules  2:00 
 
Welcome everyone! My name is _______, and I’m super excited to see each and every 
one of you, especially if this is your first time here. During our time together, we’ll 
get to sing a couple fun songs, learn a memory verse, and hear an awesome story. 
Before we do any of that, there are three important things for you to remember. 

Know This: This is a great opportunity to set the tone and expectations for your time 
together. Kids like to know what’s expected of them too—it helps them feel safe and secure. 
You can make this section informative, helpful, and fun all at the same time! 

 

Rule #1: When I’m talking you are listening! 
Let’s put on our listening ears and turn them way up! We’ll also turn our voices way 
down, so that we can all listen super well.  
Rule #2: Keep your hands and feet to yourself! 
We want this to be a great place for all you leaders and Kid-Os, which means no 
poking, kicking, or bugging your neighbor. A good way to remember this rule is to: 
do a little clap and place your hands in your lap! 
Rule #3: Stay in your spot!

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You have a spot of your very own here in Kid-O-Deo, and it’s right where you are 
sitting! It’s important for us to stay in our spots, so that everyone can pay attention 
and have fun!  
 

The rules are really great because they can help us 
learn and have lots of fun while we’re here.  
 

Worship  3:00 
 
Now, we all get to sing together! It’s a very special holiday right now called “Easter.” 
We get to celebrate how much God’s Son Jesus loves us. We’ll tell the story of the 
very first Easter in a few minutes, but this song is all about why we celebrate this 
amazing holiday.  

 

 
 

Big Idea 2:00 
 
I love singing with you, Kid-Os! You can sit down. We’re starting a new series today 
called “Shine.” When you light a candle or turn on a lightbulb, you can see it from 
very far away. This series is all about how we can “shine” for God and show everyone 
how wonderful he is. 
 
We call the super important idea we’re talking about today our “Big Idea.” Let’s 
practice saying today’s big idea together!

(Auto advance) Big Idea Slide: Jesus showed everyone God’s love.    
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The Big Idea is, “Jesus showed everyone God’s love.” Can you repeat that after me? 
Jesus showed everyone, JESUS SHOWED EVERYONE, God’s love. GOD’S LOVE. 
Alright, now let’s say it all together!  

Do This: Show Kid-Os the actions and have them practice the Big Idea with you three times. 
Use a different voice each time. Voice ideas for this week: Whispering bunny, bouncing, 
speedy fast.  
Know This: These are the Big Idea actions: (Place your hands in front of your face, palms 
out, then move them down in a rainbow motion) The Big Idea. (Point up) Jesus (Gesture 
outward) showed everyone (cross arms across your chest) God’s love.   

 

Awesome job practicing our Big Idea! You can all sit down.  
 
That Big Idea is so important, we’re going to say it several times today. Whenever 
you hear this sound and see this light, it’s time to say our big idea!  

 
 
 

You can say it and still do the actions while sitting in your spot. Let’s practice!  

 
 

Let’s say the Big Idea together. THE BIG IDEA. JESUS SHOWED EVERYONE GOD’S

Big Idea Light and Ding 

 

Big Idea Light and Ding 
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The Bible is the greatest book ever. It’s full of words from God, and there are lots of 
true stories about people who loved God in the Bible too! Today, we get to read a 
story about the very first Easter, when God’s Son Jesus showed us all how much he 
loves us.  

Do This: Get the Bible storybook out and sit down in the chair. 
 

This story you are going to hear comes from the Bible, but we use this storybook 
because the pictures help us imagine what it might have looked like back when the 
Bible was written. The pictures you see in here are the same as the ones on the 
screen.  Let’s get started!  

Do This: Have kids help you “turn” the pages on the screen with an exaggerated arm wave.   

 

 
God’s Son Jesus came to earth to show everyone that God loves them. Jesus helped 
people, forgave people who had done wrong things, and taught people a lot about 
God. Jesus knew, though, that he was going to be arrested.   

 
Jesus had never done anything wrong, not even once. Still, people who didn’t like 
Jesus hurt him very badly and made fun of him. After all that, they punished Jesus by 
nailing him to a cross.  

 
They nailed Jesus onto a cross and left him there, so he would die. Jesus was God’s 
Son, and he could have stopped them, but Jesus let all of this happen to show God’s 
love for us. 

  
They buried Jesus’ body in a cave called a tomb. Everyone thought Jesus’ story was 
over. On the third day after Jesus had died, some of his friends went to take care of 
Jesus’ body in the tomb.

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When they got there, the tomb was empty! An angel appeared and told them that 
Jesus had come back to life! Then, they got to meet Jesus himself. Jesus showed 
everyone that He really was God’s Son. Everything Jesus had said was true. They 
learned that when Jesus died, He took the punishment for every wrong thing that 
everyone has done. He did that because of how much He loves you!  
 

 
 
Great listening, Kid-Os! What Jesus did is so important, and he loves every one of you 
so much!  

 
 
Oh, that’s our Big Idea sound! Let’s say our Big Idea together. THE BIG IDEA. JESUS 
SHOWED EVERYONE GOD’S LOVE.  
 
Great job Kid-Os! Next we get to learn a memory verse that is a mission Jesus gives 
to every one of us.  
 

Memory Verse 3:00 
 

 

 
Our Memory Verses come from the Bible. This one is something Jesus told his 
followers to do.  

Do This: Read the verse from the screen.  

 
Everyone needs to know Jesus’ story, and we get to tell them! He died and came back 
to life so that everyone would know that God loves them, and everyone can be 
forgiven for all of the wrong things they’ve done.  

Do This: Practice the verse with the Kid-Os three times. You can start in your 
quiet/whisper voice and then get a little louder each time you practice.

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Know This: The verse with actions goes like this: (Open your Bibles) Acts 1:8. (Point out) 
You will even (cup hands around mouth) tell other people (point up) about me (Stretch left 
hand out wide) from one end of the earth (stretch right hand out wide) to the other.
