Introduction and Rules 2:00

Welcome everyone! My name is , and I'm super excited to see each and every
one of you!

Whenever
you hear this sound and see this light, it’s time to say our big idea!

Bible Adventure 5:00

I'm so excited to learn more about the God’s love! Next we get to learn more by going
on a Bible Adventure.

Bible Adventure Jingle
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The Bible is the greatest book ever. It's full of words from God, and there are lots of
true stories about people who loved God in the Bible too! Today, we get to read a
story about how a man named Cornelius learned about God’s love.

This story you are going to hear comes from the Bible, but we use this storybook
because the pictures help us imagine what it might have looked like back when the
Bible was written. The pictures you see in here are the same as the ones on the
screen. Let's get started!

Picture 1: Angel visiting Cornelius

Cornelius was a Roman soldier who did good things like giving to people in need and
praying to God, but he didn’t know about Jesus. One day an angel came to him and
told him to send some men into the city to find a man named Peter. So the men left
to go find him.

Picture 2: Peter’s dream

The next day, God talked to Peter in a strange dream. At first, Peter was confused,
and he didn’t know what the dream meant. But soon Peter would find out what God
was trying to teach him.

Picture 3: Peter going in to Cornelius’ house

When the men searching for Peter found him, he traveled with them to Cornelius’
house. Normally, it was against the rules for a Jewish man like Peter to go into the
home of someone who wasn’t Jewish, like Cornelius. But Peter remembered his
dream and realized that God was showing him that he loves and cares about
everyone, even people that Peter might not expect.

Picture 4: Cornelius and his family believe in Jesus

Peter told Cornelius and his family all about God’s son, Jesus. He told them about
how Jesus loves them and forgives them! Cornelius and his family understood and
believed all the things they heard about Jesus. Peter learned that he could share
God’s love with everyone, not just the people who were like him.
