Kid-Os to color a picture to take home!

Group Time Guide 
Supplies Needed: Crumpled pieces of paper 
 

1. Snack 
Circle Up: Have all Kid-O’s sit in one section of the room for story time. 
 
Do This: Give kids hand sanitizer, then hand each of them a snack.  

 

2. Bible Story: Creation  
Do This: Read through the Bible Story at least one time.  If Kid-O’s are engaged, feel 
free to read it a second time. 
 

3. Hands-On Option: Clean it up! 
Do This: Place the crumpled paper on the floor, and encourage each kid to pick up one 
crumpled piece of paper and throw it in the trash can.  
 
The Point: God gave us this world, and trust us to take care of it. We can do that by 
cleaning up our trash, and caring about the plants and animals God made.  
 

4. Stickers, and Prayer 
Do This: Give each kid a sticker.  
Do This: Pray! “Dear God, we love you. Thank you for loving us. Thank you for giving 
us this world. Amen.”
