GOAL OF TONIGHT
Help students see how God’s story intersects with their story and why that matters in their 
day-to-day life.

BIBLE PASSAGE

GRADES 9-12


	Text2: Let’s play a classic small group game: Two Truths and a Lie. Instruct everyone in your group to think of three facts about themselves to say in front of everyone. The catch is that one of their facts needs to be a lie. The rest of the group has to figure out the truth from the lie. Have Fun!! 
	Text3: John 20:24-29
	Text4: Tonight, we are talking about DOUBT. Sometimes our doubts can scare us, but they can also help us ask questions that deepen our faith. The story we read tonight about Thomas waiting for Jesus is a classic example of doubt, and it helps see how Jesus responds to our doubts. So, tonight let’s spend some time talking about how our doubts can deepen our faith. 



What are some of the things that stood out to you in the story of John 20:24-29?



Do you think it was reasonable that Thomas wanted to see Jesus’ nailed hands and feet to prove He had risen from the dead? Why or why not?



Thomas in this story has come to be known as “doubting Thomas.” Do you think he doubted Jesus or was he asking reasonable questions? Explain. 



What did you think about Jesus’ response to Thomas’s questions? 



How would you define doubt? 



What is something you doubt to be true?



Do you think doubt can be useful in your faith? Why or why not? 


	Text5: Tonight, is a great opportunity to let your students ask their big questions. Don’t feel the need to give answers. Just listen to them. Let them know that it’s okay, even good, to ask questions. 
	Text6: Talk to someone you trust about the doubts and questions you have, especially if you have questions about your faith.
