Series at a Glance for Kid-0-Deo (continued)

Lesson 1: Jesus obeyed

Did you know Jesus was a kid once, too? He even made His grown-ups worried sometimes. When
Jesus’ grown-ups told him to do something, though, he listened. We can make the wise choice and
obey our grown-ups today, too!

Lesson 2: Jesus prayed

Jesus talked to God a lot! He talked to God when He felt afraid, when He was doing well, and when
He felt hurt. Jesus knew that God cares about us, no matter where we are or what is going on. We
can talk to God like Jesus did!

Lesson 3: Jesus served others
Jesus was God’s son, but he didn’t come to be in charge. Instead, He came to serve people, and show
how much God loves them. When we choose to serve others, we’re following Jesus’ example!

Lesson 4: Jesus used wise words
Did you know your words are super powerful? They can make people feel hurt or make them feel
great. Jesus used wise words to help and encourage others, and we can, too.

Lesson 5: Jesus was Kind

When Jesus met someone who others had been mean and unkind to, Jesus showed that he cared.
Jesus’ kindness changed their life, and when we are kind like he was, we can make a big difference,
too!

Lesson 6: Jesus knew God was in control

While sailing one day, Jesus and his disciples ended up in the middle of a storm! The disciples
panicked, but Jesus took the chance to show them something important. No matter how bad things
are, we can always trust God.

Lesson 7: Jesus gave his life for me

Jesus did so many amazing things, but the greatest of all was something he did for you! Jesus gave
his life, so every one of us can have a relationship with God. That's why we follow Jesus and live
the way he did, he showed every one of us how much God loves us.

Introduction and Rules 2:00

Welcome everyone! My name is , and I'm so glad every one of you is here!
Today we get to sing some songs, hear an amazing story, and learn about our
awesome God! Before we get started, let’'s remember our three Kid-O-Deo rules!

Rule #1: When I'm talking you are listening!

Let’s put on our listening ears and turn them way up! We'll also turn our voices way
down, so that we can all listen super well.

Rule #2: Keep your hands and feet to yourself!

We want this to be a great place for all you leaders and Kid-Os, which means no
poking, kicking, or bugging your neighbor. A good way to remember this rule is to:
do a little clap and place your hands in your lap!

Rule #3: Stay in your spot!

You have a spot of your very own here in Kid-0-Deo, and it’s right where you are
sitting! It’s important for us to stay in our spots, so that everyone can pay attention

and have fun!

Big Idea 2:00

[ love singing with you, Kid-Os! You can sit down. Right now, we're in a series called
“Whoo’s Wise?” that is all about making wise choices. We’ll look at wise things that
God’s Son Jesus did a long time ago and talk about wise choices we can make today.

Next we've got a “Big Idea” to learn! The Big Idea is a super important idea that we’ll
be learning a lot about today. Let’s say it together!

Big Idea Jingle

(Auto advance) Big Idea Slide: I can use wise words.

The big idea is “I can use wise words.” Can you repeat that after me? The Big Idea.
THE BIG IDEA. I can use I CAN USE wise words. WISE WORDS.

Awesome job practicing our Big Idea, Kid-Os! You can all sit down.
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While we learn today, Ollie the wise owl is going to remind us to practice our big
idea! Whenever you hear Ollie hoot, that means we need to say our big idea! I
wonder if he’s nearby now.

Hoot sound effect

There’s Ollie’s hoot! Let’s say the big idea one more time, all together.

THE BIG IDEA. I CAN USE WISE WORDS! You've got it!

Bible Adventure 5:00

to go on a Bible Adventure!

Bible Adventure Jingle

The Bible is the greatest book ever. It’s full of words from God, and there are lots of
true stories about people who loved God in the Bible too! Today we get to hear a
story about two of Jesus’ friends named Philip and Nathaniel.

This story you are going to hear comes from the Bible, but we use this storybook
because the pictures help us imagine what it might have looked like back when the
Bible was written. The pictures you see in here are the same as the ones on the
screen. Let’s get started!

Picture 1: Philip and Jesus

Philip had just met Jesus, and he was super excited! Jesus even said Philip could
follow him and travel with him. Philip ran to tell his brother Nathanael what had
happened.
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Picture 2: Philip and Nathanael under the fig tree

Philip found his brother sitting under a tree. He told Nathanael about Jesus, but
Nathaniel laughed. He made fun of Jesus. Nathanael said nothing good could come
from the town Jesus was from. Philip asked him to at least come and meet Jesus.

Picture 3: Nathanael, Philip, and Jesus

When they met Jesus, he talked to Nathanael. Jesus said Nathanael was true and
honest. Nathanael was confused. He hadn’t met Jesus before, so how did Jesus know
who he was?

Picture 4: Jesus picturing Nathanael under the tree

Jesus told Nathanael that he knew all about him. Jesus even knew Nathanael had said
mean things about him. Jesus could have said mean things back, made fun of
Nathanael, or been unfriendly. Instead, Jesus chose to be kind. He invited Nathanael
to be his friend and follow him. Nathanael was amazed. He decided right then to
follow Jesus.

Picture 5: Jesus and Nathanael

Jesus knew Nathanael had made fun of him, but still chose to say kind things about
Nathanael. He also let Nathaniel be his friend and follower. Even when other people
were unkind to him, Jesus knew saying kind thing and being a friend was a wise
choice.

Great listening, Kid-Os! The words we use are so important! We can use wise words
and be kind to others, just like Jesus did.

Owl Hoot

Oh, that sounds like Ollie the wise owl! It must be time to say our Big Idea together.
THE BIG IDEA. I CAN USE WISE WORDS.
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Great job Kid-Os! Next we get to learn a memory verse that can tell us even more
about being wise.
